There are several reasons for needing to obtain an accurate accounting of all the residents in the area. First, evéegerady th
government allocates more than $300 billion to states and communities based on census data. That is more than $8 affilion ove
10-year period. Businesses use the demographic and economic census data to locate retail stores, restaurants, new|jpousing
other facilities. To make this topical, Applebee's, TGI Fridays, Marie Callendar, etc. look at locating in commungeseptiat-

lations increasing or holding steady, not declining, and that base information is gathered from the Census.

Census data is used to write proposals for grants that benefit local organizations and institutions. This informatitinabyqpe
used by agencies such as United Way and Head Start to provide demographic information for program initiatives. CRhsus ds
guide local decisioimakers on where to build new roads, hospitals, housing, schools and more.

Most importantly, Census data determines representation in the U.S. House of Representatives and in state and Iocai;grnmen
