The strength ¢
earthquake is measured logarithmically by the Richter scale. What that means is that a 5.6 quake is exponentially mo
powerful than the 4.7 foreshock that hit several hours before. It also means that a 5.6 is expdesspiaierful than

a 6.0, the point at which a quake is typically considered strong. In an earthquake between 5.0 and 6.0, true Californial
will throw money on the table and bet on the size and location of the quake. Anything over 6.0 is too scary. Under 5.(
one simply asks someone if they Afelt it.o At 5.

While quake size is important, there are other factors that determine the significance of the shaker. The locatic
is the most obvious. We felt the quake a lot less in Ponca City than our friend Tim Burg did in Shawnee, just 30 miles
from the epicenter. The depth of the quake matters too. A more shallow quake, such as the N8\venebés telt
more than a deep one. The type is also important.

Earthquakes, particularly large earthquakes, are true natural disasters but certainly generate less damage in th
United States which has more modern building standards than in some other parts of the world. In California, we used
design structures for a 8.2 earthquake, which | have personally never felt and have no desire to experience (my bigge:
was 7.4 and | was 75 miles from that).

Earthquakes are much feared, however, because the very ground we live on shakes. In California, | spent far
more time reassuring prospect companies about the threat of an earthquake than | do here about tornados. The threa
overstated and the facts back this up. The Northridge Earthquake of 1994, a 6.7 quake, for example, killed fewer peop
than did a two week long cold snap in Chicago at the same time. Since a 6.7 quake is something like 32 times more
powerful than our 5.6 shaker on Novemb®rou can see that any threat from our moderate quake was minimal.

The Okl ahoma earthquake was not major and was not
nor mal geol ogical reaction to the earthds constant m
homa as tornado country but there is no question that we will field queries about the quake for some time.

It is equally true that we can never again say that we do not have earthquakes here. The truth, however, is tha
neither we, nor anyone else on this planet, should have ever said that in the first place.
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
