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óTIS THE SEASON

You may think weôre too late and in one respect, you are right.  Itôs been months and months since the election 

season began but opening day is really the first day of the year so weôll ignore the poachers for now. 

It is, alas, election season, with all of the benefits and privileges thereto.  As you can probably guess, PCDA 

does not take sides in an election but we can help to ñpoint outò certain things you may want to consider before casting 

that ballot.  Those certain things are issue points and not related to any candidate in particular.  The problem is that  

candidates tend to seize issues and run with them and by the time they figure out the actual consequences of their position, 

they are committed.  They either have to ñbreakò their promise to do something, or go ahead with something that they 

learned too late was probably ill advised.  

Take sales taxes.  Now for transparency, remember that PCDA is funded through a voter approved sales tax so 

there is a vested interest at play here.  Nevertheless, I ask that you consider a few things before you hear much more 

from people who call for a national sales tax in lieu of the federal income tax. 

These calls, which seem to be increasing, seem to forget a couple of things.  

First, we already have one, several actually.  While some pundits say a national sales tax should replace the 

income tax, I have yet to hear anyone say whether or not it will also replace existing sales taxes.  Government, you may 

recall from your civics class, is not a singular noun.  The federal income tax funds the national government. Current 

sales taxes help fund state and local government.  Will a national sales tax of, say, 16% mean that federal, state and 

local governments split this?  Or does it mean there will be a 16% national sales tax plus, in our case, the existing 

8.66% sales tax? 

If the feds need all 16%, then do the math and youôll see that we would be looking at a sales tax rate in Ponca 

City of 24.66%.If our ever-helpful national politicians insist that sales taxes should, from now on, only be used for the 

federal government, how do we make up for the lost revenue to state and local governments?   

This is more than just an academic discussion.  Throughout the United States, (certainly in Oklahoma and in 

California where I grew up) sales taxes are a major driver of state and local services. If youôre reading this, you are 

probably sophisticated enough to know that you canôt just ñeliminate wasteò to make up for cuts this deep. 

Let us also not forget about the impact of a national sales tax in the era of growing on-line sales. The new sales 

tax would have to be applied to on line sales or you and I would shop on line all the time, instead of in the local stores 

that employ our neighbors and pay many other local taxes.  We already penalize businesses that actually invest in our 

communities by giving their on-line counterparts an 8.66% competitive edge. If sales taxes tripled and on-line sales 

continued to be exempt, local stores would close and the feds wouldnôt get their money anyway. Imagine the impact to 

our cities and towns?  Itôs probably a moot point, however.  There is a growing realization that we must at least even 

the playing field between virtual and physical stores.  Itôs only a matter of time until we start levying the sales tax on all 

on-line purchases for a variety of reasons to lengthy to go into here. 

Finally, there is the impact to spending and the economic fallout that will hit local businesses.  Anyone who 

tells you that the consumer will rationalize that they will gladly pay an additional 16% since they no longer have to pay 

income taxes is living in a dream world.  It will drive down spending.  This will drive down local jobs and investment. 

This will drive down the economy which will drive down taxes collected.  This, in return, will drive up the sales tax 

rate to make up for the drop in sales taxes collected which will drive down spending even further. The end result will 

likely be a call to return to the income tax since sales taxes at that high level are an unreliable way of putting our military 

in the field or handling other critical federal responsibilities. 

The point, of course, is that this season will bring a number of ideas that may appear to make sense in a vacuum.  

Youôre probably aware that we donôt live in a perfect world. You and I both know the government does not either.   Itôs 

important that we consider the consequences no matter how great the sound bite may be. 

We have a big responsibility and a future to protect. Seasonôs Greetings!
